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that there has no citywall been discovered in Yinxu up to now just because of the damage
The author thinks this argument is incorrect. It is undoubted that Yinxu was the capital of
late Shang Dynasty. At first , Chaoge was one of the several royal detached palaces during
late Shang Dynasty, but later it gradually became another co—existing political and military
center with capital Yin. About the “oracle bone Inscription”, the author thinks that it wasn’t

the “royal archives” of the Shang Dynasty.
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A Brief Report of the Yuan Tomb at Donger, pucheng
(Abstract)

The tomb, discovered in Donger village of Pucheng county, is the only well —preserved
Yuan dynasty tomb with murals in Shaanxi by now. This tomb is octagonal and follows the
structure of yurt. The murals , drawn on the walls of the tomb chamber and passageway,
manifest such Mongolian life scenery of Yuan dynasty as sitting leisurely, presenting vine
dancing and playing music, herding, etc . The discovery of this tomb is very singificant for

the research of the material culture and fine arts of Yuan dynasty .
